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Something to cook for a cold winter evening meal!





Spicy Apricot Lamb Casserole – Serves 4


500g lean lamb leg steaks


½ cup dried apricots


¼ cup plain flour


1 cup onion (diced), carrot & celery (sliced) 


2 cups apricot nectar


2 teaspoons chicken stock powder


1 x 300ml jar medium salsa


1 teaspoon curry powder


1 cup water


Preheat oven to 180oC fan forced


Cut lamb into large cubes.  Cut dried apricots in half.  Coat lamb in flour and place in a non-stick frypan that has been coated with cooking spray, toss meat in pan until browned on the outside; this will seal in the juices.  In a large casserole dish (that has a lid) place all ingredients, stirring together until combined.  Place lid on casserole dish and cook in oven for 1 ½ hours or until vegetables are cooked to your liking. (Lamb may be replaced with skinless chicken or lean beef.)  I used my slow cooker and this worked well.
