SUBSTITUTES

A SUBSTITUTE is a member who acts as a proxy
for an intended member or a constituted player in a
team who is unavailable or physically incapable and
therefore prevented from attending or continuing in a
game.

A REPLACEMENT PLAYER is one who is ap-
pointed to take the position of an intended member
who is unable to play in or continue playing in a
competition for a reason accepted by the controlling
body and unable to return before the completion of
the competition. The appointment will be subject to
approval by the controlling body and the replace-
ment player will be
1. One who has not already participated in the

competition
2. A player who satisfies the eligibility require-

ments to be a member of a team as stated in
the conditions of play.
